· A total of eight along the Transpantaneira

· Four Serra de Canastra

· Common along Tranpantaneira especially south of JER

 Azara's Agouti   Dasyprocta azarae 
· Two Santa Isabel road

 Brazilian Rabbit   Sylvilagus brasiliensis 
· A total of six along Santa Isabel road
